I always hate to make “daily schedules” for the school at home because it varies so much according to how much each student can handle.  It depends so much on the individual student’s concentration level.  However, I was asked to produce one so here it is.  Remember that some students may need more breaks…so work may be pushed to the afternoon.  Also work assigned and not completed in the morning becomes “homework” for afternoon or evening.
 Daily Physical Activities and PE can be at the same time.  The only thing that makes the difference is that PE has learning outcomes.  Look at the Course Overview Booklet or on Moodle to find the MLOs for PE.  You will need to be sure your student gets 30 minutes of exercise per school day.

The only thing not there is time for music practice, if your student is taking music lessons AND there is no class scheduled for Health and Career Education.  It doesn’t have a textbook and the MLOs are subjective material so I thought this would be a good subject to cover in an informal manner… discussions, worship time, etc.  

Of course this schedule doesn’t include the class time with the teacher.  Classes will need to be adjusted a bit for that occurrence.  

Grade 1:  You do not have a separate Phonics book besides your English book because you have so much Reading to do this year.  Spend the extra time on reading.  

Everyone:  Please take time to listen to your students READ out loud.  They should read EVERY day to you.  Reading is SO important at these grade levels!
