It’s very difficult to make a daily schedule for students I’m not directly working with.  However, because it was requested I have tried to fit subjects into a schedule.  The above schedule should be looked at with the idea of how much time the parent or supervisor may be required to invest to help the student understand concepts.  The students will no doubt need to do “homework” later in the afternoon to complete the assignments for the day.  Parents should plan to be “on hand” but not necessarily sitting at a desk with the student during every moment.  These students are old enough to be taught the concepts and then left to do the assignment until the next time“period” when the next subject should be introduced.  Anything from the previous subject left to do becomes “homework” to do later in the afternoon.   
I suggest that you have a specific time and place for the student to put papers or notebooks when the subject is complete so the parent knows it is ready to correct with the Teacher’s Edition.  One hint:  don’t leave work too long before you correct the work.  Students need to know if they did an assignment correctly or not…because the next day they may build on what they did previously.  Besides that the correcting job soon becomes very HUGE if you leave it for several days.  Don’t get that swamped feeling…it’s NOT nice.

The PE/DPA time above is the required Ministry mandate-30 minutes per school day for exercise.  Look at the Physical Education MLOs for the month and fit those into this period.  

Gr. 5 & 6 do not have a textbook to accomplish the MLOs for Health and Career Ed.  Please do this subject informally through discussions, worship topics, etc.
